Kirsten and her husband, Dan, 

and daughters, Laney and Emily will 

join Our Redeemerôs this spring.

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Why Eco-Palms? 
 

On Palm Sunday, our congregation  

celebrated by waving Eco-Palms from 

Lutheran World Relief. Eco-Palms 

play an important role in protecting 

forests, local jobs, and sustainable 

livelihoods in harvesting communities 

of Guatemala and Mexico. 
 

Although purchases of palms in the 

U.S. reach as high as $4.5 million 

each year, palm harvesters themselves 

earn very little. In conventional palm 

harvesting, workers are paid based on 

volume. The more fronds they cut, the 

more income they generate, encourag-

ing over-harvesting and threatening 

the rainforest. Middlemen transport 

the palms out of the communities for 

processing, where more than half are 

discarded because of poor quality.  
 

Eco-Palms, however, are harvested in 

a sustainable manner. Harvesters are 

trained to gather only quality palm 

fronds in a way that allows the plant 

to keep growing. The palms are then 

brought to a community processing 

building, where the palms are proc-

essed and packaged for export. Some 

communities have taken upon them-

selves to learn about harvesting prac-

tices that minimize the impact on the 

natural forest. In fact, in Guatemala, 

some palm harvesters have received 

SmartWood certifications from the 

Rainforest Alliance. Now, discarded 

palms are only 5-7% of the harvested 

volume. 
 

By processing the palms themselves, 

communities capture more of the 

profits, improving their standard of 

living and ensuring that the money 

paid for the palms benefits those who 

labor. With additional income, com-

munities have been able to build proc-

essing buildings to improve working 

conditions, provide student scholar-

ships, pay teacher salaries, and sup-

port elderly community members.  
 

As we raised our branches in celebra-

tion, we shared the jubilation of Palm 

Sunday with the people who har-

vested our palms.

Clean Greens 

Farm is a small nonprofit organization that was created in 

2007, under the support of Black Dollar Days and the 

leadership of New Hope Baptist Church. It is a broad-

based, faith community effort to use the resources of the 

larger Christian community to decrease the incidence of 

disease by increasing access to healthy, pesticide-free 

produce at very affordable prices. Their produce is raised 

organically and distributed by volunteers to a broad eco-

nomic based cliental.

The new organization combines the strengths and 

talent sets of each agency: Compass Centerôs experience 

as a homeless service provider and LATCHôs expertise in 

low income housing development and property manage-

ment. Compass Housing Alliance is poised to serve both 

its housed and homeless clients.  

¶ Every day, 1,500 people are helped in CHAôs daytime 

centers, overnight shelters, or permanent housing. 

¶ 62% of CHA expense is payroll since most programs 

are staffed 24 hours a day.

¶ 58 units in Renton opening Sept 2010 

¶ Starting a 50 unit project at Gethsemane in Oct 2010 

¶ Planning an 80 unit project in Ballard to house for-

merly homeless people 

¶ Preparing for family housing at Denny Park 

¶ Three-five year wait until Crown can be redeveloped 
 

There were no duplicate services between Compass and 

LATCH, meaning few ways to save money as a combined 

organization. Their need for donations and volunteer as-

sistance remain just as high because the breath of services 

is now twice as wide. The upcoming challenge will be to 

collect the same level of donations that each organization 

collected in the past. If you have given to the Compass 

Center and LATCH in the past, donôt economize!  
 

CHA needs monetary donations, move-in kits, towels and 

hygiene supplies, and volunteers to cook and serve meals. 

Their meal-making opportunities are suitable for 5-7 peo-

ple and the food needs to be made ahead of time.
