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From the Pastor 
Small Change; BIG Consequences... 
 

A friend recently described an experi-

ence I bet most of us have had. 
 

ñAll we intended to do was put an insert 

in the living room fireplace, which has 

never been used during the time we 

have owned the house.  As soon as the 

insert was in, we realized that the furni-

ture needed to be rearranged to shift the 

focus of the seating to the now used fire-

place.  But our furniture didnôt work 

with the new arrangement, particularly 

the stereo cabinet, so we started going 

to furniture stores until we found one we 

liked and brought it home.  As soon as 

the stereo cabinet was in place we real-

ized that its reddish wood tone didnôt go 

well with the brownish tones of the cof-

fee and end tables, so back to the furni-

ture store we went to get a new coffee 

and end table.  As soon as the furniture 

was in place, we decided with so much 

new furniture we needed to paint the 

living room.  That being complete, led 

to painting most of the inside of the 

house.  By the time we were done, we 

had spent weeks in construction, paint-

ing, installing and the money intended 

for the insert became thousands in fur-

niture and other upgrades.  One little 

insert cost us big in time and money.ò 

 

Isnôt life like that?  There are these ap-

parently little changes, a new job, an 

added responsibility, a vacationðgood 

and seemingly important thingsð

which, when we add them to already 

busy lives, have a rippling effect across 

our lives so that some other things have 

to go in order for us to keep from being 

overworked and over-stressed. Unfortu-

nately, often faith-nurturing time is what 

gets set aside.  Time for community 

worship or personal prayer seems op-

tional in our busy, out-of-control lives.  

But they are not optional.  They are the 

center of what keeps our life in focus, 

and they ñrestore our soulsò amidst the 

stresses, changes, and challenges of life. 
 

Lent begins on Ash Wednesday, Febru-

ary 17 (worship @ 11am or 7pm).  Our 

theme will be: ñDay by Day ï Small 

Changesò.               (Continued, page 2)  
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From the Pastor continuedé.. 
This Lent, every person in our community is 

encouraged to make 2 small changes with big 

consequences.  First, include 5 minutes of 

prayer in each day. Weôll each receive a 

daily e-mail with a thought and practical, 

relevant suggestions for prayerðor those 

who prefer can pick up a pocket-sized book-

let with the same daily thoughts and prayers 

called 40 Ways to Pray. 
 

Do you feel awkward because you donôt 

even know HOW to pray?  Thatôs OK!  Just 

pray:  ñGod, I donôt know how to pray.  

Please help me!ò  You skip a day or two or 

three?  Donôt give up!  Habits take time to 

form.  Just keep showing up.  Your mind or 

heart wanders off in another direction?  

Donôt be hard on yourself.  Prayer is ñthe 

soulôs sincere desireò, so pay attention to 

what that is, and offer it honestly to God.  

You donôt like the prayer materials? Well, 

why? What would you like? Ask Pastor 

Steve or myself, or go on line.  Canôt find the 

time?  Try praying at different times ï first 

thing in the morning, while doing the dishes 

or the laundry, walking or driving to work, or 

even under the hairdryer!   Itôs all good. 
 

The second small change actually has to do 

with small change.  Did you ever get to fill a 

dime or quarter card when you were a kid?  

Theyôre back! You put a quarter in its slot 

each day of Lent. Thank God for your bless-

ings and remember the poor (or make it part 

of your 5 minutes for prayer). By the end of 

Lent, you will have $10.00 for Lutheran 

World Hunger disaster relief for Haiti.  Weôll 

all bring our quarters (or bills) on Easter 

morning.  If we all do it, weôre talking thou-

sands of dollars!  Very cool! 
 

Weôre all different. To some these changes 

will seem too small a commitment and to 

others too big.  But to our God of grace, who 

praises faith as big as a mustard seed, there 

are no small prayers or small giftsï when 

offered authentically and in hope. Day by 

day, these small changes will ripple through 

our lives, with big and life-giving conse-

quences for us and for others.

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Can WE be a part of Global Missions?   
By Terry Anderson 

 

ñWe are blessed to be a blessingò is a familiar saying. Putting the saying into action is the 

motivation of Global Mission outreach, where, on our behalf, people reach out to neighbors 

in more than 90 countries around the world. We know that Global Mission exists, that we as 

a church are a part of it, but sometimes we are not sure about what really happens or how we 

may be involved. 
 

Did you know that, in the ELCA, young adults up to age 30 can participate in a one year in-

ternational service experience? The participants raise money towards their support (ELCA 

funds the rest) and they work in a supervised overseas setting. The experience of living in a 

new culture and learning about the extended work of the church is an eye opening experi-

ence that canôt be learned in college or the regular workplace. 
 

140 churches make up the Lutheran World Federation family, and the ELCA relates closely 

to over 80 companion churches. The long term priority is to reduce dependency on global 

companions by teaching and supporting partners to manage their own ministry. For exam-

ple, local seminaries are supported in training local pastors and church workers, and scholar-

ships are provided. Global Mission people work overseas to train and teach. We can support 

this type of self-help to spread Godôs Word by offering scholarships and providing funds for 

materials. 
 

Look out on the Pacific Ocean and consider these facts about the Asia/Pacific region just 

across from Seattle: 

3.7 billion, 60% of the worldôs population lives here 

33% of that figure live in China or India 

243.8 million are Christians 

8.4 million are Lutherans 
 

Itôs mind boggling to think about such great numbers of people that, while often living with-

out basic needs met, are looking the for the spiritual missing link in their lives. Our support 

can help to educate, build churches, help people in rural communities to get the means of 

self support, or provide basic health care, food, and clean water. We canôt take care of ALL 

of these people, but we could make a big difference by helping one group in one place. 
 

When disasters happen, such as Haitiôs earthquake or Chinaôs Sichuan earthquake, ELCA 

Disaster Response stands ready to help with immediate emergency needs. Disasters canôt be 

budget for, and only with monetary support and involvement from us can help be provided. 
 

Another Global Mission ministry involves both young and older people working as teachers, 

where the blessing of learning provides life changing experiences to both givers and receiv-

ers. While helping local people to become productive contributors in their community, those 

in ministry get unique experiences and a global outlook.  
 

How can we be more involved? Hereôs one way. Global Mission workers raise 

support for their individual ministries by the contributions and hands-on in-

volvement of a congregation.  A congregation can get newsletters from the mis-

sion workers to hear about how the ministry is going, meet the mission workers 

on home leave, or send a team to visit the site. Basically, a church can become a 

part of Global Mission by adopting a mission that is meaningful to them. 
 

Learning about Global Mission extends our vision to include others in the 

world. While we certainly face challenges here at home, we may also come to 

realize how unusually blessed we are.  By seeing our blessings from a new 

point of view we can better be a blessing to neighbors both near and far.

$17,250 = Utilities 

$19,764 = Loan (Mortgage) Repayment 
 

This fiscal year, through December, we 

are right on track with our Professional 

Staff budget (48.4% spent) and our Fa-

cilities budget (50.7% spent).

Here is an update on the Basement Redesign Plan project. 
 

Purpose: Funds raised for this project will be used to design a prioritized, 

phased master plan for remodeling our basement spaces. 
 

Status: Work on this project has begun!  Two architects in our church com-

munity, Dan and Kirsten Malone, volunteered their services to get us started.  

They researched permitting issues and led an initial meeting, attended by peo-

ple interested in the future of the basement. At that meeting, maintenance, 

safety, accessibility, Childrenôs Ministry, ñopening upò the basement to draw 

people in, and the basementôs role as part of an overall facility plan were dis-

cussed. It was decided that it would be prudent to get a civil survey of our en-

tire property.  Funds from the Basement Planning Project were used to hire the 

firm GeoDimensions to conduct the survey. It was completed in November.   
 

Fundraising Progress: 
Thrivent Financial for Lutherans recently matched  $230 in new donations to 

this project.  Generous donors gave $885 to trigger the matching grant.
