Budget 101   
In previous Visitor articles, we covered Professional Staff, 

Facilities, Administration, Worship & Music, Outreach & So-

cial Justice, and Youth & Family.  This month the subject is 

Communications. 

The total budget for Communications in the 2009-10 fiscal 

year is $23,391.  Until recently, staffing needs in this ministry 

were filled by one person (Rebecca Butler).  Now we have 

split the communication responsibilities in two:  one person 

(Kirsten Malone) for internal communications (worship bulle-

tins, Sunday announcements, Thursday e-mails), and another 

person for external communications (neighborhood mailings, 

community outreach, etc.).  At this time, the external commu-

nications position is unfilled.  The budget for wages and bene-

fits is $17,241.  The remaining $6,500 budget for this ministry 

is to cover the cost of mailings and communication materials 

(paper, printing). 

Largely due to the fact that the external communications posi-

tion is unlikely to be filled before the end of the fiscal year, 

resulting in salary savings, we expect to finish this fiscal year 

about $3,000 under budget in this ministry category.

Budget 101 continues to answer the question, ―how do we 

use our financial gifts to fulfill our mission and minis-

tries?‖  The 2009-10 expense (ministry) budget is divided into 

these categories: 

      .3% = Stewardship $1,500 

      .6% = Faith Formation $2,480 

      1.3% = Fellowship & Caring $5,578 

      5.4% = Communications $23,391 

      8.5% = Youth & Family $37,120 

      10.0% = Outreach & Social Justice $43,580 

      10.6% = Worship & Music $46,270 

      12.3% = Administration $53,385 

      19.2% = Facilities $83,834 

      31.8% = Professional Staff $138,645

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We Wilsons….we‘re ―simple‖  people.   Some of you 

know us, and right now, in the privacy of your home, 

you‘re grinning with that slow nod of your head –  whole-

heartedly agreeing because you know we can‘t see 

you.  But we know who you are, and trust me, we‘re com-

fortable with the label. 

Checkbook?  Sometimes it might be in the purse; some-

times not.  A pen?  Who can find one when they need 

it.  Cash?  Forget it – generally speaking, if it can‘t be put 

on a credit card  and paid once in a month, we‘re not 

buyin‘. 

So, that‘s why we signed up for Simply Giving.  We allo-

cate a certain amount each month and it magically is de-

ducted from our checking account.  It‘s ‗simple‘ to 

budget; ‗simple‘ to pay; and ‗simple‘ to track, because the 

church still sends regular statements to show us that they 

did indeed receive our ‗simple‘ gift. 

Plus, ‗Simply Giving‘ prevents you from being swayed by 

the power of Pastor Kathy or Pastor Steve‘s phenomenal 

sermons when you might be tempted to pull out your 

checkbook and just start adding the zeroes because you 

were so moved by the message.  

The one piece that is a bit tricky –  is that uncomfortable 

passing of the plate, when you put nothing in.   But there‘s 

a solution for that too:  Use those fancy little envelopes (if 

you can find them; of course, we can‘t find ours)….and 

just put it in the plate – EMPTY.   Yes, Empty.   Because 

you know that you gave already.  In fact, feel free to put a 

little smiley note inside if you‘re so moved and cheer up 

those nice people in the office who count the contributions 

on Monday mornings.

Our Redeemers Lutheran Church   Summary of 2010 ς 2011 Proposed Budget  

Our Redeemers had a great fiscal year during 2009 – 

2010.  We challenged ourselves and are on our way to 

successfully meeting our budget goals.  Now, our 

congregation has the opportunity to approve a budget that 

looks towards the continued growth of our membership, 

provides for outreach to the greater Ballard/Seattle community 

and provides for added time for pastoral support to faith 

formation.  In order to meet these goals, the finance 

committee, as approved by the council, generated the budget 

for the coming year.  This new budget is a very challenging 

and will require our combined energy and increased 

participation to be successful.  Some of the budget changes are 

as follows:  

1. The addition of a half-time Parish Administrator. 

2. New programs as part of our 3-year plan for growth in 

members and discipleship.  These new programs account 

for an increase in the budget of approximately 

$13,000.  Grant money from the ELCA, and generous 

challenge grants from members will pay for this. 

3. A commitment to our staff to meet synod-recommended 

Cost of Living Adjustment (COLA) wage increases of 

4.2%. 

4. The requirement to pay pastoral benefits not in previous 

budgets. 

5. An increase in ELCA benevolence. 

  

Your church council recognizes this is a challenging 

budget.  We suggest the following strategies to meet this new 

―moving forward‖ budget:  

1. Build on our past success of outreach to the 

community.  This will result in growth of our 

membership. 

2. Ask for our congregation to increase their giving by the 

same percentage as the budget increase.  (Your church 

council members personally pledge a 15% increase.) 

3. Have a ―Simply Giving‖ campaign.  Increased 

participation in this electronic-giving program provides 

greater consistency in our income. 

4. Council-led fund raisers.  Some ideas discussed at the 

last council meeting include:  

a. Lead an effort to retire our $110,000 mortgage.  This 

would result in annual budget savings of $20,000, and 

$20,000 of interest payments over the remaining loan 

term. 

b. Hold a golf tournament. 

c. Have a Swedish Pancake breakfast. 

d. Have an ―on-line‖ auction. 

e. Other fundraising events as inspired by the congregation. 

  

We are inspired by the great things that are happening at our 

church.  Our new budget provides us with the backbone to 

―look forward‖ to our continued success. The full budget will 

be available Sunday, May 30.  Bring your feedback and 

questions Tuesday, June 1 at 7PM or contact any council 

member. We will review and vote on the approval of this 

budget at our June 13, 2010 congregational meeting.

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Compass Housing Alliance expects 

to begin construction later this year 

on Nyer Urness House which will 

provide permanent, supportive 

housing for formerly homeless in-

dividuals at 1753 NW 56th St. in 

Ballard.   The bulk of the first two 

floors of the building will be dedi-

cated to social and medical ser-

vices provided by agencies other 

than Compass.  Residential space 

will include a community kitchen 

to provide one nutritious meal each 

day for residents and a roof top 

deck to enjoy the building‘s green 

roof.    

   Potential residents will be identi-

fied from Compass Housing Alli-

ance programs, other shelter and 

outreach service providers, Home-

less Medical Respite, and the Bal-

lard neighborhood itself. As re-

quired by the City of Seattle, King 

County and United Way, Compass 

staff will work with the Client 

Care Coordinated Entry Process to 

identify and prioritize those most 

in need of the housing and services 

offered at Nyer Urness House.  

Residents must meet eligibility re-

quirements and will be evaluated 

individually by senior on-site 

counselors. Compass staff will 

work with each resident to com-

plete an individual service plan. 

The building will be staffed 24 

hours per day to provide support to 

residents.  

   Compass Housing Alliance was 

formed by the January 2010 

merger of the Compass Center and 

Lutheran Alliance to Create Hous-

ing (LATCH), two Lutheran ser-

vice providers that Our Re-

deemer‘s has supported for many 

years.  Readers may remember 

Nyer Urness, a chaplain at the 

Compass Center for more than 20 

years. He leaves an inspiring leg-

acy built on his unique ability to 

find common ground for those who 

are homeless and those who are 

not. 

   Compass Housing Alliance and 

Nyer Urness House are committed 

to being good neighbors in Ballard.

PEACEMAKERS and 

HUMAN TRAFFICKING TASK FORCE  
 

So it is with justice.  When governments and those whom 

God has placed in positions of power fail to protect those 

who are weak, God looks to his people to be his voice of 

judgment and his hands of rescue.  

   This is a quote by Gary A. Haugen, president and CEO 

of International Justice Mission (IJM), a human rights 

organization based in Washington, D.C.  

   The May meeting of this task force had as its guest, Phil 

Martin from Seattle Against Slavery (SAS).  SAS is a 

grassroots coalition working to make a slave-free world 

one city at a time.  He told us that in Seattle, there is one 

slave within every 10-mile radius at every intersec-

tion.  He also made an important distinction that smug-

gling is NOT trafficking.  Trafficking is owning a person.  

 

From World Vision, the following points are made:  

Trafficking in persons is the use of fraud, force, or coer-

cion to exploit a person for profit. 

¶ Every year, 1.2 million children are trafficked for 

child labor. Another 1 million children are annually 

trafficked into the global sex trade. According to the 

U.S. Department of State, an estimated 50 percent of 

all trafficking victims are children under the age of 

18. 

¶ Many countries that have a high rate of human traf-

ficking have tried to implement measures to combat 

this modern-day slavery. However, political will is 

often stymied by a lack of financial resources, legal 

expertise, technical capacity, and other resources that 

can appropriately protect children and punish perpe-

trators. 

¶ The United States can and should do more to help 

foreign governments end the illegal sale of children 

for sex and forced labor. The Child Protection Com-

pact Act (HR 2737) is one way we can do this. 

¶ The Child Protection Compact Act will provide tar-

geted resources to countries that have shown the po-

litical will to combat trafficking, but lack the re-

sources and capacity to enforce that will. This legisla-

tion would help eradicate the exploitation of children 

for labor or commercial sex in developing countries 

by offering additional resources for law enforcement, 

protection of survivors, and deterrence through appre-

hension and prosecution of traffickers. 

¶ Ask congress to support the Child Protection Com-

pact Act (HR 2737).
