That‘s what a Decade of 

Giving (see p. 3) together at Our 

Redeemer‘s has been doing:  mak-

ing it real.  Making it real to home-

less people sheltered and filled with 

good food, to children and youth 

coming to faith, making it real to 

homebound folks embraced in 

friendship and blessed by Holy 

Communion; real to visitors who 

discover they can come as they are, 

share who they are and belong as 

they are – warts, doubts, gifts and 

all.  

Probably more than any of you, I 

get to see and hear folks talk about 

how they experience this.  The 

woman coming out of a coma who 

touches her prayer shawl, hand knit 

and hand-blessed, and speaks of our 

congregation‘s care and God‘s.  The 

visitor who told me, ―I‘m waiting 

for the Sunday when I can come 

and NOT cry during wor-

ship!  There‘s always something 

that moves me.‖  The teen who 

said, ―School was awful last year, 

but whenever I came to church I 

was happy, happy, happy!‖  The 

newcomer who said, ―The first time 

I came to Our Redeemer‘s, I said, 

‗The Spirit is moving here!‘‖    

God IS good!  And God‘s love IS 

unalterable, unconditional and in-

domitable!  

Thanks be to God and to God‘s 

Spirit and to you...for making it 

real.  In the past decade and in the 

next!

   Easter, Levity and Unbounded Life  - Phil Woodward, 9am Worship Coordinator 

   Like so many other Christians, Christmas and Easter are high points of the church year for me. What I like to do on these days is 
zoom out and get a glimpse of the cosmic story, at the center of which sits Christõs birth and Christõs resurrection. With the Incar-

nation, God declares to us humans that God values us and cares about us so much as to join us right in the midst of our weakness 
and suffering. And with the Resurrection, God declares us to that our weakness and suffering is not the end of the storyñthat life 

and love will have the final say for all of creation. These are moments in the story of redemption that make all the difference, that 
change everything, that re-set the course of history.  

   We live in the middle of the story. In the season of Easter, we celebrate the hope we are given for the glorious, happy ending to 
the story. But we also explore what it means for us right now that Christ is risen. This year, we give a name to that already/not-yet 

reality: unbounded life. I encourage you during this season to reflect on this phrase, both in the context of worship and also wher-
ever you life your life. ôUnboundedõ has a dual meaning: without bonds and without boundaries. And ôlifeõ has many connotations. 

Where does God wish to breathe life within you? How are you being released from bondage? How are you being called to cross 
boundaries? Where do wish to experience these things, if you are not already?  

   As I reflect on what these questions mean for me, I am reminded of a favorite saying of a mentor of mine: òWhen we take Christ 

seriously, it frees us not to take ourselves so seriously.ó It took me a long time to understand what these words meant for me. I 
have often been one who took myself very seriously. And I wish to take seriously the pain and the needs of the world. So what is it 

that Christ is freeing us to do? Surely not to take everything lightly and casually, to live obliviously or wantonly, right?  

   But here is where the promise of unbounded life is so powerful. Within my natural way of thinking and operating, levity is the very 

opposite of deep concern. But not so in Godõs ways of thinking and operating! When we experience Godõs grace and redemptionñ
when love is our motive, rather than guilt, duty, or self-justificationñwe can be set free to live gently, gracefully, and light-

heartedly, while giving generously to the world. I recently read a writer of Christian spirituality who pointed out that for the 
saintsñthose women and men whose lives with God inspire awe and desire in usñgreat love comes more easily than it does for 

us, because they have experienced Godõs love more fully than we have. It is not that they have greater will-power than we do. It is 
that those virtues we call òfruits of the Spiritó are really planted within them. Giving is no longer taxing for them. It is nurturing and 

sustaining. Thatõs the sense in which life with God is unbounded: it isnõt something we have to compete for, or withhold from others 
lest we run out of it. It is an endless fountain. Because Christ is risen, we are offered that endless fountain. It sets us free to give 

joyfullyñto care deeply for the world in a spirit of light-hearted hope.  

   May you know Godõs gift of unbounded life this Easter season. 
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BUDGET 101-Thank you! 
We continue to give thanks for your financial gifts in 

support of the mission and ministries of Our 

Redeemer‘s.  Through the month of March, our expenses 
have exceeded our income by a small amount.  For more 

detail, please see the Treasurer‘s Report for this fiscal year 

through the end of March (nine months), on the bulletin 
board in the Fellowship Hall.  
 

―Budget 101‖ continues to answer the question, ―how do 

we use our financial gifts to fulfill our mission and 

ministries?‖  The 2009-10 expense (ministry) budget is 
divided into these categories: 
 

      .3% = Stewardship $1,500 

      .6% = Faith Formation $2,480 

      1.3% = Fellowship & Caring $5,578 
      5.4% = Communications $23,391 

      8.5% = Youth & Family $37,120 

      10.0% = Outreach & Social Justice $43,580 

      10.6% = Worship & Music $46,270 
      12.3% = Administration $53,385 

      19.2% = Facilities $83,834 

      31.8% = Professional Staff $138,645  
 

In previous Visitor articles, we covered the five largest 
portions of our budget; this month, we look at Youth & 

Family.  
 

The total budget for our Youth & Family Ministry in the 

current fiscal year is $37,120.  Staffing in this ministry  
 

 

 
consists of a Youth & Family Minister (the position 

recently occupied by Marcus), the Nursery Coordinator 

(Joanne Marson), and other childcare providers (generally 

teenagers hired for specific events).  The total cost for 
these salaries, wages, benefits and support costs 

(continuing education, auto expense, books) is 

$28,120.  The remainder of the budget for this ministry -- 
$9,000 – is divided as follows: 
 

      $4,800 in annual dues to LYONS 

      $2,500 for Sunday School Supplies 

      $   300 for Vacation Bible School 
      $1,000 for Confirmation 

      $   400 for other Youth & Family Supplies, including 

        Cradle Roll, a ministry to the families of pre-
        Sunday School aged children (birth to 2-1/2).  
 

Largely due to the fact that the Youth & Family Minister 

position is unlikely to be filled before the end of the fiscal 

year, resulting in salary savings, we expect to finish this 
fiscal year about $4,800 under budget in this ministry 

category.  
 

But wait a minute … aren‘t there other parts to Youth & 

Family Ministry?  Yes!  We have a 9th-12th grade youth 
group, a 4th-6th grade youth group and Family Movie 

Nights.  Expenses for these youth groups and activities are 

paid for with money raised during the 2007 auction, 
designated for new Youth & Family Programming.

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Dear ORLC Congregation, 

 
I want to thank all  who came to the April 11th ð FY11 Budget Kickoff.  It is our mission at ORLC that our financial plans are vetted 

and members have several channels to provide feedback regarding mission and the budget support necessary for it .  The meeting 
did not present the new budget, but did  provide a glimpse of the coming yearõs priorities and challenges ð in both budget and 

mission.  ORLC has witnessed growth in membership and mission each year and expectations for FY11 are no different even as the 
economy continues to hiccup.  During the meeting, our ministry leads presented how the churchõs resources were put to good use 

in the community and beyond this past year and also presented the new goals for the upcoming year and their financial impacts.   
 

For those who could not make the meeting, I would like to provide a brief summary of the issues and I hope you will find time to 
provide feedback over the coming weeks. 

 
At the heart of the meeting, Pastor Kathy explained that as ORLC has grown, it has changed from a congregation organized 

around the pastor, to a larger òprogrammaticó-sized church, which naturally forms a more complex organization.  ORLCõs vision 
has led to growth; now that same growth demands more administration of programs, financial, human and facilities resources.  Our 

staff shoulder more and more administrative tasks, diminishing their time and energy for supporting and empowering ministry. 
(Plus, it isnõt their strength).  This will lead to declining ministry and energy, rather than the naturally expanding growth we have 

been experiencing.   
 

We also reviewed exciting strategies for growth in the next three years:  breaking down stereotypes about church through a 
ôbrandingõ process to help us communicate out to our neighbors the vitality and life within our congregation; using new musical 

òlanguagesó for the gospel to connect with and touch people not yet here; and developing  a weekly òVillage Nightó and a wide 
variety of small groups to encourage belonging, and to help people grow in faith wherever they are on their spiritual journey.  The 

grant we have received from the national church will largely underwrite these plans. 
 

The financial issues presented that will impact the churchõs budget were: 

 
* The council recommends adding a part-time church administrator to help with the increased responsibility and mission.   

4.2% cost of living adjustments (òCOLAó) for our staff. Mick McDonald and Eric Running explained this is our synodõs 2010 
guideline, published in fall 2009 and based on 2008.  Because ORLCõs fiscal year begins in July, our staffõs COLAs are 1.5 

years behind. 
Benefits for Pastor Steve Grumm.  (The ELCA has been paying these, but because he turns 66 this year, it is now our respon-

sibility.) 
Increased support for Fellowship and Caring, and 9AM worship. 

Increase support for Synodical ministries from 7% to 8%, while keeping giving to local partners at 3%.  This honors our grant 
covenant, increasing support to the ELCA to 10% over the next 3 years; helping other congregations grow just as prior 

synodical giving is funds our own grant.   
This year, social Justice events and training now have their own budget, rather than coming from the benevolence budget line. 

And, of course, additionally the costs associated with operating and maintaining the church. 
 

In the next few weeks, council and finance team will be building the budget and want your feedback on the above items.  To be 
completely clear, any increase in the churchõs operating costs comes with expectation of increasing membership and overall giv-

ing.  At the same time, the church is able to expand its mission and broaden its impact in the community, both of which are needed 
in these difficult times. 

 
You can find these and more details about our budget and ministries on the Fellowship Hall bulletin board.  

 
I hope all of you find this summary helpful and I want to reiterate the need for feedback from our congregation.

They were gone, but they would be 
back many times over the next three months.  I believe that God had spared my life, but Iôd learn during the 
91 days I spent trembling in fear with seven others in a closet-sized bathroom that being spared is much 
different from being savedéand this lesson forever changed me.ò  

LIBERATING PAULðTHE JUSTICE OF GOD, THE POLITICS OF THE APOSTLE by Neil Elliott 
Neil Elliot shows how modern interpreters have become accomplices in the ancient campaign to portray 
Paul as an acolyte of the prevailing order and its values.  By penetrating exegesis and sharp political 
acumen, Elliott reinstates Paul as the agitator and martyr that he really was.  

VIEW FROM THE TENTðTHOUGHTS FROM A HOMELESS MAN compiled by M. Barrett Miller 
ñThank God we are moving out of Tukwila!  The last months have been a challenge with torrential rains, 
freezes, and the occasional rat seeking warmth in my tent, or, worse yet, my sleeping bag.  Tomorrow we 
move to Saint Markôs Cathedral on Capital HilléMoving to the Cathedral will be like staying at the Pierre, 
the Plaza, the Mark Hopkins, or, many other five star hotels I frequented before life delivered me to the

And now, in this 
haunting and powerful memoir, Rice tells the story of the spiritual transformation that produced a complete 
change in her literary goals.  

WHAT IS THE WHATðA National Book Critics Circle Award for Fiction by Dave Eggers 
An epic novel based on the life of Valentino Achak Deng who, along with thousands of other childrenð

the so-called lost boysðwas forced to leave his village in Sudan at the age of sevenécrossing the deserts 
of three countries to find freedom.  

THE LONG DARK WINTERôS  NIGHTðby Patrick Bergquist, a priest in Fairbanks, Alaska 
This is a response to the shocking revelations of the sexual scandals of the clergy of our times. 

ABANDONMENT TO DIVINE PROVIDENCE by Jean-Pierre De Caussade, translated by John Beevers 
In keeping with our Easter Theme of Unbounded Life, this book, more than 250 years old, is perhaps more 
necessary now than ever before.  It rejects the spirituality of fear and trembling in favor of an abiding trust 
in Godôs active benevolence.  

TORTUREðRELIGIOUS ETHICS AND NATIONAL SECURITY by John Perry 
While ñimmoralò and ñsinfulò would seem to be synonyms, this book will argue that they are not.

Human Trafficking 
 
 

A $9.5 Billion-A-Year Industry   

Federal officials agree that the trafficking of human 

beings as sex slaves is far more prevalent than is 

popularly understood. While saying it is difficult to 

pinpoint the scope of the industry, given its shadowy 

nature, Immigration and Customs Enforcement offi-

cials estimated that it likely generates more than $9.5 

billion a year. 

Last year alone, the FBI opened more than 225 hu-

man trafficking investigations in the United States. 

Figures for 2008 are not yet available, but in a coor-

dinated nationwide sweep in July, federal, state and 

local authorities made more than 640 arrests and res-

cued 47 children in just three days.  

In congressional testimony this year, FBI Director 

Robert Mueller called sex trafficking ―a significant 

and persistent problem in the U.S. and around the 

world.‖  

Most cases involve ―international persons trafficked 

to the United States from other countries,‖ who are 

generally less aware of their rights, probably do not 

speak English and are frightened to go to the authori-

ties, he said. ―Victims are often lured with false 

promises of good jobs and better lives and are then 

forced to work in the sex industry.‖  

While an increasing number of young men and boys 

are being forced into the commercial sex industry, 

more than 80 percent of victims are women and girls, 

the State Department estimated this year. Of those, 

70 percent are forced into prostitution, stripping, por-

nography or mail-order marriage.  

What Does This Mean For Us? 

We, the Peacemakers/Human Trafficking Task 

Force, are at the very beginning stages of looking 

into human trafficking, with several of us attending a 

―Unbound 2010 Conference,‖ April 16 & 17 at the 

University Pres. in Seattle.  David Batstone is the 

keynote speaker, a leader in this field.  In the near 

future we will have events, both for the task force 

itself and for the community.  Our plan is to work 

with groups already involved in this area, such as 

Seattle Against Slavery (SAS).  

Seattle Against Slavery (SAS) is a grassroots coali-

tion working to make a slave-free world one city at a 

time. Uniting community-based abolition activists, 

local and national non-government organizations, 

government agencies, and other coalitions, SAS 

seeks to raise human trafficking awareness and mo-

bilize the public to better advocate for victims, en-

hance survivor care, promote legislation to combat 

human trafficking, and help service providers build 

capacity.  Phil Martin, SAS Civic Community Rela-

tions Director | Western Washington Coalition 

Against Human Trafficking Member, will speak to 

the Task Force in May, hopefully May 4.  

We have been in touch also with Deborah Shircore, 

Lutheran Community Services, who would like to 

speak at one of our film nights and show the film
