No; this situation is primarily related to income, not ex-
penses. As a congregation, we approved a-2008udget

of $435,783. One quarter of that budget is $108,946. As
you can see, we have spent $96,001 to date. The income
budget included a projection of $357,800 in gifts from our
members (envelope giving). One quarter of that amount is
$89,450. As you can see in the income numbers, our com-
munity offerings to date are $68,627; this is $20,823 less
than we planned when we passed the budget. The amount
received through September of this year is also 3.3% less
than the amount received through September 2008.
Please consider prayerfully whether you might be able to
help us put our financial position back in balance. | wel-
come your questions (28996107 or margaretwet-
rryler@comcast.net).
